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Water Wor s scenes documented

One of the most photogenic historic sites with close
association to early Fort Collins is the 1882-1883 Fort
Collins Water Works on North Overland Trail.

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eardmore returns to WW pro ect

The Poudre Landmarks Foundation selected local
preservation engineer Richard Beardmore of A-E Design
Associates asa consultant for the “Phase 2 Wall Stabili ation
and Historical Archaeology” pro ect at the 1882-1883 Fort
Collins Water Works on Overland Trail. The State Historical
Fund recently awarded a grant to the PLF to complete the
work. Negotiations are underway with subcontractors for
historical archaeological, construction, and wood
preservation services.

In 1989, Beardmore planned and oversaw building
stabili ation work for the City of Fort Collins to preserve
the endangered historic structure. After the City leased the
property to the PLF in 1995, Beardmore’s interest continued
through his service on a PLF committee that oversaw site
development planning funded by a SHF grant. Later, he
consulted with the PLF and Friends during the drop structure
repair pro ect, another SHF-funded pro ect.

A Stabili ation Pro ect Steering Committee, composed
of Thomas Boardman, PLF president Norman Evans, PLF
vice president Fred Bitting, Friends of the Water Works
member and Susan Hoskinson, Friends Chair, began
pro ect planning in October. In November, Bitting agreed
to actasthe stabili ation pro ect manager.
